Entrepreneur vs. Enterprising Person

· An enterprising person is very similar to an entrepreneur, except that enterprising people do not actually own their own businesses; they work for someone else within an organization. 
· Enterprising people are like entrepreneurs in many ways - they are self-confident, perceptive, hard working, motivated, creative, goal-oriented, and optimistic. Entrepreneurs often begin as enterprising people.

· The main difference between entrepreneurs and enterprising people is that enterprising people usually do not like to take the financial risks that entrepreneurs take. 
· Enterprising people will pursue their goals or ideas within the organization they work for or in their spare time - for example, doing volunteer work or working for a charity. 
· Only enterprising people who are willing to take on the financial risk of starting their own business will become true entrepreneurs.

· Many enterprising people are agents of social change. They respond to needs and wants in order to improve the lives of others or to contribute to the community. 
· They make decisions about whom they work for and the kind of work they do in order to fulfill their personal goals and visions. 
· Many times those personal goals and visions focus on meaningful work that contributes to the well being of the community or jobs that allow free time to do volunteer work that also contributes to the well being of the community.[image: image1.png]
