	· Business Practices (Dos and taboos)

	· Major trading partners
	· Government / Political Situation

	· Imports & exports
	· Popular events & traditions

	· Problems & risks of doing business in your country
	


2. Artistically design a paper bag themed to your international country, ensuring that your design educates your audience, presents a variety of information and makes effective use of space and colour.

3. Fill your bag with 15 items that help to describe various aspects about the country.  Please note that these items do not need to originate from your country, but should represent or be used to illustrate an aspect of your country.  Be sure that your 15 items illustrate a variety of the topics outlined in part one.  Don’t just use pictures, be creative for more marks.
4. Oral presentations should be 3-5 minutes and should include a discussion of the design elements included on the outside of the bag as well as those items contained within the bag.
