Terms for Matching and possible short answers:

· Invention:  the creation of something new
· Innovation:  a change to something that already exists
· Patent: a legal document that prevents an invention from being copied for a certain number of years.
· Idea: a plan or suggestions about something
· Opportunity: a need or a want that will be satisfied by your idea
· Market-pulled entrepreneurship – when an entrepreneur sees a problem ( identifies an opportunity ( comes up with an idea to take advantage of the situation
· Product/service driven entrepreneurship - when an entrepreneur comes up with an idea ( then looks for an opportunity
· Trend: long term change that is occurring in society
· Fad: short term changes, disappear and enter quickly
· Primary Research: The technique of gathering data firsthand through such methods as personal observation, interviews, and questionnaires.
· Secondary Research: The techniques of analyzing and evaluating information that has already been gathered by other means, such as census data.
